Tsunami Relieve Operation in Aceh

After the devastating tsunami disaster that hit the countries around the Indian ocean on the 26th Dec 2004, there was death and suffering that followed that had been unprecedented since the end of world war two.

Being in Malaysia, the closest country to Aceh, I was compelled to lead a humanitarian mission to help the Acehenese people. Within 6 days of the disaster, I worked as project director under the banner of Global Sikhs-Waves of Mercy and assembled a team of 20 volunteers to land on Pulau Wei, an island of the north of Bandar Aceh.

In the weeks that followed, we landed more then 20-ship load of emergency supplies into Sabang and Paroi. Thousands of lives were saved and disaster stricken people were treated for medical conditions and feed.

All in all, this mission lasted close to 5 months, had more then 400 international and local volunteers of who more then 200 actually did a tour of duty on the Aceh cost.

International and local aid exceeding RM10 million was delivered to refugees in Aceh. Total of more then RM 1.2 million was collected as cash donations and used to deliver fishing boats, nets, farming tools, medicines and many other essentials that helped rebuild the lives of the Acehnese people.
